The New Stobhill Hospital has already won
several awards for best design, and can stand
comparison with the best public architecture
anywhere across Europe. Based around two main
blocks, connected by a four-storey arcade space,
it makes sure the patient comes first. After being
dropped off, patients enter the arcade and can
immediately understand the building: all patient-
accessed departments are entered off the arcade. 

In general, the design is as flexible and adaptable as
possible, featuring predominantly general as opposed
to specialist space and using construction capable of
alteration and extension. 

The hospital also features a wide range of art and
poetry, including projections and wall drawings, from a
range of Scottish and European artists. It has achieved
an excellent environmental rating, maximising daylight,
circulating hot air from the plant room heating and
using 100% natural flooring throughout.

Winner

Mott MacDonald is once more the winner of this
category after helping 20 UK projects, worth
around £9bn, to financial close.

They also worked on key deals such as the £7bn
Search and Rescue Helicopter (SAR-H) scheme,
which reached preferred bidder earlier this year.

The firm’s international reach last year extended
to 75 overseas assignments, including sixteen financial
closes, in 33 countries, and offices in Paris, Montreal
and Johannesburg.

On the SAR-H deal, Mott MacDonald employed a
range of techniques, including Monte Carlo
simulations. One key task was to reassure lenders,
using advanced risk and reliability techniques, about
the performance of the proposed Sikorski S92
helicopter, for which only four years of maintenance
data were available. Analysing the consortium lead’s
network of spare parts, and its ability to hit the 98%
aircraft availability target, was also vital.

The firm worked on 11 waste schemes in various
stages of procurement, helping banks become familiar
with new technologies such as gasification.

It is also proud of its work doing post-financial
close assessment on over 50 deals last year, and
giving advice on innovative projects such as the
Scottish Futures Trust’s Hub initiative and the New
Bong Hydropower scheme in Pakistan.
